History

Originally the site of the historic Tramway Tower, Hotel Teatro opened in 1999 after an 18-month reincarnation. The original red glazed brick and white terracotta façade and the coffered plaster ceiling were restored; the large, double hung wood frame windows were restored; and a setback, ninth floor was added with a rooftop deck guarded by the parapet of the old terracotta cornice.

Downtown

Denver is a clean, young and green city with more than 200 parks.  The city’s architecture reflects a mix of historic periods: the Victorian era, when silver was discovered in Leadville; the turn-of-the-century, when gold was discovered in nearby Cripple Creek; and contemporary, when the energy boom of the 1980s hit Denver.  Denver has a Downtown Business District, which is only three blocks from Hotel Teatro.   

Lodo

The Lower Downtown (LoDo), on the northern edge of downtown Denver, offers one of the nation’s greatest concentrations of Victorian buildings and warehouses, many of which have been refurbished to house restaurants, galleries, lofts and shops.  Hotel Teatro is located on the edge of LoDo, within easy walking distance to all the excitement of this revitalized neighborhood. 

The Arts

Located across from Hotel Teatro, the Denver Center for the Performing Arts (DCPA) has  nine theatres offering 10,800 seats, and is the second largest performing arts center in the nation in seating capacity (after Lincoln Center in New York), and the largest in the world under one roof. The four-square-block center includes the Boettcher Concert Hall, the Denver Center Theatre Company, the Temple Hoyne Buell Theatre, and a 2,200-seat Auditorium Theatre. The following organizations stage performances at the DPAC: the Colorado Symphony Orchestra, Opera Colorado, and the Cleo Parker Robinson Dance.

Located 20 minutes from Hotel Teatro, the Newman Center for the Performing Arts is a new and acclaimed performance hall. Denver has 30 other theatres and more than 100 cinemas.

The Denver Art Museum underwent an exciting expansion in October 2006.  Daniel Libeskind, renowned architect and master planner for the World Trade Center site in New York City, designed the project.  Also, located just minutes from Hotel Teatro is the newly completed Denver Museum of Contemporary Art, designed by David Adjaye, one of the leading architects in the world today.  Denver has dozens of other museums, including the Children’s Museum, Ocean’s Journey and the Museum of Natural History.

Shopping

As the largest city in a 600-mile radius, Denver has always been the shopping capital of the Rocky Mountain West. The city features the largest independent bookstore in America, The Tattered Cover Bookstore, with more than 400,000 volumes.  Hotel Teatro is within easy walking distance to the 16th Street Mall, Larimer Square, Denver Pavilions and The Shops at Tabor Center.  Hotel Teatro offers courtesy transfers provided in the hotel’s Cadillac Escalade to the quaint Cherry Creek North and to the Cherry Creek Shopping Center, the largest shopping center in the Rocky Mountain region, which is a short 10-12 minute drive down Speer Boulevard.

Denver Recreation and Sports

Denver is a sports capitol with more than 450 miles of paved, designated bike paths, over 70 golf 

courses and more than 140 free tennis courts.  Denver has been named “Sports City USA” with a full complement of professional sports teams, including the National Football League’s Denver Broncos, the National Hockey League’s Colorado Avalanche, the National Basketball Association’s Denver Nuggets, and Major League Baseball’s Colorado Rockies. Games are played at the 50,000-seat Coors Field 

 (Rockies), Invesco Field at Mile-High (Broncos), or the Pepsi Center (Avalanche and Nuggets), all of which are located within walking distance or a short drive from Hotel Teatro.  

Demographics & Weather

Denver’s metropolitan population is 2.4 million, which has increased 39 percent since 1990.  It is the most educated city in the United States, with the highest percentage of high school and college graduates of any major metropolitan area and is the baby boomer capital of the nation.

Located on the plains just east of the Rocky Mountains, the “mile-high” city of Denver is known for its temperate climate with an average of less than 15 inches of precipitation each year (about the same as Los Angeles) and 300 days of sunshine annually (more annual hours of sun than Miami Beach).

Hotel Teatro’s Historic Past

From Trolleys to Theatre

DENVER, Colo. ― Hotel Teatro occupies a building originally built in 1911 as the Denver Tramway Building.  This site was the first location of the Evans Mansion, home of John Evans, Colorado’s second territorial governor.

John’s oldest son, W. G. Evans, became president of the Denver Tramway Company and retained two of Denver’s up and coming architects, William E. and Arthur A. Fisher, to design an eight-story office tower and adjacent three-story car barn.  The building’s design combined a modern steel skeleton and Chicago-style office space with a traditional Renaissance Revival-style edifice of glazed red brick and glazed white terra cotta.  This design is carried into the lobby where the use of Tennessee light pink marble flooring and Vermont green marble base were combined with white Arizona marble wainscoting.  The elegance can be seen today in the entrance to the hotel as careful attention was paid to preserve this detail.

After World War II, transportation by streetcar became obsolete in Denver.  The University of Colorado at Denver (CU Denver) then purchased the Tramway Building as the nucleus of its downtown campus.  The school faculty moved into the Tramway offices, and the area where trolleys once parked was converted into classrooms. By the late eighties, CU Denver had moved all of its facilities to the Auraria Campus.  In 1991, Denver Performing Arts Center purchased the car barn portion of the building for the offices, workshop, and storage area.  The Tramway Tower stood vacant for several years.  
In 1997, Teatro Partners and David Owen Tryba Architects began restoring the building into the luxury hotel that now stands today.  The proximity to the Denver Center for the Performing Arts was the inspiration for the name Teatro, which means theatre in Italian.  Hotel Teatro is designed to blend the grandeur of yesterday with the modern conveniences available today.

The hotel, which opened in January 1999, is the brainchild of veteran Denver developers Michael J. Brenneman and Jeffrey B. Selby. Together with David Owen Tryba Architects, P.C., and with the assistance of a grant from the Colorado Historical Society, State Historic Fund, the duo undertook an 18-month reincarnation project of the historic Tramway Tower. The red glazed brick and white terra cotta façade and the coffered plaster ceiling were restored; the large, double hung wood frame windows were repaired; and a setback ninth floor with a rooftop deck guarded by the parapet of the old terra cotta cornice was added. DiNapoli partners acquired the hotel in 2006, furthering the hotel’s national acclaim. 

THE NAME 

Teatro is Italian for theatre, and the hotel took its name from its proximity to the Denver Performing Arts Center and its collaboration with the Denver Center Theatre Company, which endowed the hotel with exquisite stage sets, props, costumes and masks from past theatrical productions.  The magnificent pieces are incorporated in the lobby and public spaces of the hotels.  The hallways and rooms are decorated with photographs and playbills from past productions.
