History
Celebrating its 100th anniversary this year, Hotel Teatro was originally built in 1911 as the Denver Tramway Building, on the site of the original Evans Mansion, home of Colorado’s second territorial governor, John Evans. Following World War I, when streetcar transportation became obsolete in Denver, the building became the nucleus of the University of Colorado’s Denver Campus. It remained so until the late eighties, when the university moved its facilities, at which time it was left vacant for several years. The building was reincarnated as Hotel Teatro in 1999 following an extensive restoration, with the help of a grant from the Colorado Historical Society, State Historic Fund. 

Hotel Teatro’s name comes from the Italian word for “theatre,” and its décor takes its cue from the neighboring Denver Center Theatre Company. A captivating collection of black and white photographs, costumes and props from 20 seasons of past Company productions is displayed throughout the hotel, with highlights including a dress worn by Annette Bening in a 1980s production of “The Cherry Orchard.”
